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Renewing Hope, Seek-
ing Justice is the primary
theme for the 2011 Na-
tional Migration Week, held
January 2-8. The obser-
vance began over a quar-
ter century ago by the U.S.
Catholic Bishops to provide
Catholics an opportunity to
take stock of the wide di-
versity of the Church and
the ministries serving them.
As the face of the local
churches continue to
change, it is important that
we Catholics deepen our
faith and understanding of
our new neighbors. The
materials created for Na-
tional Migration Week pro-
vide an important educa-
tional resource that can be
used throughout the year
by individuals, families,
schools, and parishes
to learn about the complex
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issues surrounding migra-
tion.

Following the lead of
Pope Benedict XVI, who is
focusing on migrant fami-
lies for his 2011 World Day
of Migrants and Refugees
message, family is the sub-
theme of this year’s Na-
tional Migration Week.
Included in this year's ma-
terials are a poster, a
prayer card, and a bulletin
insert that focuses on the
stresses and strains that
migration has on families
and the affect that eco-
nomic underdevelopment
has in this process. In co-

ordination with The Catho-
lic University of America, a
new educational website
will focus on the important
role that the Catholic
Church has played in the
area of refugee resettle-
ment for nearly seven dec-
ades. We hope that these
resources will provide help
parish social ministers,
teachers, directors of reli-
gious education and oth-
ers.

On Saturday, December 18,
the U.S. Senate failed to
reach the 60 votes needed to
obtain cloture on H.R. 5281,
the Development, Relief, and
Education of Alien Minors Act
(DREAM) Act of 2010. The
vote was 55 in favor of clo-
ture and 41 against it. Be-
cause the Senate was un-
able to reach cloture and cut
off debate on the bill, the leg-
islation was not able to move
forward and will not be con-

From December 3-5, 2010,
twelve Catholic leaders from
across the country gathered
outside Washington, DC, to
immerse themselves in
Catholic teaching on care for
creation in light of climate
change and to prepare to
share this teaching and help
promote the Catholic Climate
Covenant: St. Francis Pledge
to Care for Creation and the
Poor in Catholic parishes,
schools and other organiza-
tions.

“The Catholic community
across the country will soon
have access to Catholic Cli-
mate Ambassadors: men and
women who understand and
can articulate the messages
of Pope Benedict XVI and
the U.S. Catholic Bishops on
care for creation and climate
change,” said Dan Misleh,
Executive Director of the
Catholic Coalition on Climate
Change. (The work of the
Coalition is supported by 11
national Catholic organiza-
tions including the U.S. Con-
ference of Catholic Bishops.)
